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Abstract.

The practice of divination from the entrails of sacrificial animals was
especially widespread among the most important types of military divination in
the classical Greece. While such a custom is not recorded in the Homeric poems,
divinatory sacrifices in connection with military enterprises are often mentioned in
historical writings of the classical period. The reports of historians find interesting
parallels in the Attic tragedy, as well as in visual sources, primarily in vase
painting. This evidence allows us to study the structure and main components of
these rituals, to consider the prevailing ways of interpreting such divine signs and
their significance in the military enterprises of the ancient Greeks, and also note
the important features of the ancient Greek military divination in the classical
period, in particular, its relative simplicity in comparison with similar Middle
Eastern practices.
