CASE STUDY AND PHENOMENOLOGICAL INTERVIEW AS THE METHODS TO STUDY ALTERED
STATES OF CONSCIOUSNESS

Abstract: The development of information technology and computer engineering poses new specific chal-
lenges to researchers. These challenges are also related to the development of methods of modern neu-
rocognitive science. The ability to model cognitive processes and to test such models based on brain activity
provide new data about our psychological functioning. In particular, these models and methods help to develop
a general theory of mental states. At the same time, the term altered states of consciousness is still used in
relation to some of these states.

This article shows that a usage of such classical psychological research methods as case studies, as well as
such qualitative research methods as phenomenological interviews, would help to clarify the key features of
the studied phenomena. This is especially helpful in cases where the existing terminology conflicts with the
results of current research. This would help to either discard outdated terms, or to find its new content.
