Abstract: This paper analyzes price volatility in the energy market. Understanding the dynamics surrounding economic
and financial systems is essential in assessing risks, thereby helping market participants make informed decisions. By
considering a cross-country risk connectivity network, this study examines the interactions between energy risks, EPU,
and sovereign risk in the BRICS economies. In doing so, an economic model was implemented on a time series dataset
from April 2015 to July 2024 in five emerging economies, namely Brazil, Russia, India, China, and South Africa. The
empirical results report the presence of risk in all countries. Thus, an effective risk management/mitigation strategy
requires a contingency framework that includes energy, economic, and debt policies to strengthen economic stability
and enhance resilience to crises.

The phenomenon of clip thinking cre-
ates significant challenges for companies in the online education market, requiring a fundamental revision of traditional
approaches to the development and implementation of educational programs. The paper presents a comprehensive
analysis of the impact of adapted educational formats on key performance indicators of educational organizations. The
research methodology is based on in-depth interviews with 12 representatives of companies operating in the online
education market, including senior executives, directors of educational areas and product managers. A structured ap-
proach to data collection allowed us to identify the main trends in changing behavioral patterns of learners and identify
effective strategies for adapting educational content. The results of the study demonstrate a significant impact of suc-
cessful adaptation of educational products on business indicators: increase in customer lifetime value by 41%, increase
in retention rate by 28%, decrease in customer acquisition costs by 23%. Key strategies for optimizing educational
content were identified: integration of interactive elements, implementation of gamification, segmentation of educa-
tional materials into microblocks. Practical recommendations for the transformation of educational products taking into
account the cognitive characteristics of the modern audience, aimed at improving the effectiveness of online learning
and optimizing the business processes of educational organizations, were formed.
