The human network that supported Islamic policy
of the prewar Japan

Prior to World War 11, Japan applied a kind of colonial policy to the Islamic world.
In the wake of the victory in the Sino-Japanese and Russo-Japanese Wars, the conflict
between Japan, a developing colonial Shinto nation seeking to expand overseas, and
the Western powers, deepened, thus the Islamic sphere attracted attention as a means
of overcoming this. In other words, by bringing on their side countries that believe in
Islam, which is incompatible with Christianity, and by controlling such countries mainly
in Asia, both materially and spiritually, the Japanese tried to form a sphere of influence
centered on Japan and compete with the Western powers.

The author specializes in the Islamic policy from the Meiji era to the early Showa
period, but he has also conducted studies focusing on the expert on Japan policy
and former Prime Minister Senjuro Hayashi. This is because Hayashi emphasized
the geopolitical sphere of Islam from a relatively early stage, and he himself was
enthusiastically involved in Islamic policy, obtaining a lot of information from European
newspapers and publications.

Partly because of his cautious nature, Hayashi, as an active military man, was not
openly involved in maneuvering, but was in a position to direct it. On the other hand,
after retiring from the army, he reigned at the head of the Dai-Nippon Kaikyo Kyokai (the
Greater Japan Muslim League), an engineering organization. And he expanded his hand
