Annotation. The author argues in favour of that the addition of Drangiana to the satrapy of Areia did not
take place until the winter of 328/7 BC, when Alexander, who was then in Nautaca, handed it over to Stasanor
of Soloi for administration; earlier, from the end of 330, it, having been detached by the Macedonian king from
the province of Arachosia, was an independent satrapy with a certain Persian, Arsames by name, at the head
of it.
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
