Annotation

Results of researches of authors on justification of the psychology and pedagogical conditions nec-
essary for overcoming high level of uneasiness of the martial artists to competitions are presented in the
article. These conditions are: the individual approach to selection of the means of decrease in level of ex-
cessive uneasiness at martial artists; use of the autogenic training and other means lowering uneasiness level;
primary use of the exercises regulating breath depth during warm-up; existence of skills of self-control of a
mental state on removal of excessive uneasiness. Further, following the rank, the use of the complicated
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
