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PREFACE

The problem of strategic choice of development of cities becomes to-
day as actual as never. The absence of precise reference points of development on
a hum noise of economic difficulties experienced by country, creates the danger to
miss the opportunity of effective utilization of the available potential and leads to
serious miscalculations in social and economic development.

The strategic choice of city is, first of all, political solution produced
with allowance for a set of the factors. As any political solution, it should be
based on the comprehensive objective analysis of a usual situation and have the
convincing social and economic substantiation.

Achieving and claiming the greater independence, the leaders of re-
gions and cities sometimes do not realize, what responsibility lies on their shoul-
ders. The absence of strategic planning experience and comprehensive approach
to determination of priorities of city development creates soil for making inade-
quate, nonrational administrative decisions, exercises negative influence on the
population especially on socially unprotected groups. The certificate to that is a
deep rupture in levels of socio economic development between separate cities,
settlements, territorial formations.

The given book is devoted to a solution of a problem connected with
determination of an optimum path of city development. It's value and novelty
consists of a combination of deep methodological study of strategic choice theo-
retical basis with the illustration of their practical application: as an example one
of Russia cities (Tolyatti, Samara Region) was taken.

In the book for the first time an essence and principles of the city
strategic choice shaping are investigated, the methodological fundamentals of
aims elaboration for want of strategic planning are uncovered; the materials illus-
trating the realization mechanism of strategic choice are resulted. A special part of
work includes the materials devoted to practical realization of the mechanism of
strategic choice. Rich informative base allows to trace the logic of strategic choice
and development priorities determination in details.

There is no doubt, that this book will be in a maximum degree useful
and necessary for practical activity of city and other municipal formations
authorities.
