Abstact: The Russian Enlightenment is the age of self-awareness of Russian statehood,
the shaping of Russian thought, the rendering and articulation of fundamental to
Russian culture values. Within the framework of this course, one is proposed to
consider the history of the Russian Enlightenment as the appropriation of the Russian
XVIII century, both in the context of the movement of world powers, and paying
attention to the internal processes that created the unique type of a Russian man. To do
this, we will turn to reading the original texts on the topic of the Enlightenment, analyze
the historical, cultural and philosophical sources of the influence of the Western
Enlightenment on the Russian, and also discuss the main achievements of Russian
enlighteners through the prism of the fundamental values inherent in Russian culture.

The course is designed for foreign students who acquired basic understanding of
the history of Russian culture, and possess basic skills in the Russian language, as well
as Russian-speaking students with the level of English proficiency not lower than B2
(according to CEFR).

Seminar 3

Seminar 3 is a colloquium.

Our primary objection is to render an image of an ideal person of the Russian
Enlightenment — to discuss the ‘type’ of a virtuous man on 18th century. To
succeed, the student should study the following concepts, phenomena and persons,
crucial for the course of the Age of Enlightenment in Russia:

For Seminar 5 the students should be prepared to discuss the way the Russian nobility
as a newly-established educated class used to live. To do this, they are asked to
choose of the famous Russian and make a presentation about his life as a landlords
(«momenuk») and a member of the society.

Here are the people:

0 Leo Tolstoy (his Yasnaya Polyana and his mansion in Khamovniki, Moscow)
0 Alexander Pushkin (his Boldino and his apartment on Moika embankment,12
in St Petersburg)

0 Nicholai Gogol (his village of Vasilyevka, now Gogolevo, in Poltava, Ukraine,
and his apartment in St Petersburg)

0 Gavrila Derzhavin (as a poet and civil servant and an owner of his mansion on
Fontanka embankment, 118)

0 Count Alexey Andreyevich Arakcheev (his Gruzino estate and mansion on
Moika embankment, next to the Winter palace)

For the discussion they need the information about how those people lived in the
countryside and in the capital(s), the history of the estates as well as some
information about themselves. Pictures of the latter and the locations are highly in

demand.

Seminar 6

Seminar 6 is a kind of a bridge between the current and the next topic of the course,
which will be dedicated to the education and science in 18 century Russia. Thus, the
students should properly realize, what did they read and write in the Russian Empire
during the whole century (from 1703 up to 1825).

The student are asked to find out the following information:

1. Who were the most demanded authors form both Russia and abroad? Did they
make an important impact on the cultural and/ or spiritual life of Europe/ world?

2. Which literary genres were the most beloved? What were the most popular
books among the Russian readers?

3. What were the most well-known texts produced by the Russian authors during
the given period? Were they prominent outside the frontiers of the Russian Empire as
well?

The student have to find 3—5 examples to each of the raised questions, paying
special attention to the fact that the Russian intellectuals were also very well trained
in French and German, so they did not read only (and even, not primarily) literature

in Russian.

It could be considered a paramount of the ideas of Enlightenment as well —
and it would be interesting to discuss this cultural phenomenon together.

They should consider the following questions:

1.  Where was the Lyceum organized? What was its goal and mission?

2. Who were the eminent teachers there? Who were distinguished people
connected with the Lyceum?

3. Who were the famous graduates on the first course (when Pushkin studied)? —
it would be nice to trace some lifepaths of the alumni.

4, How did the students live there? What was their daily routine? How did they

spare their free time?
